(Jan. 20, 2019) – The 84th Florida Strawberry Festival Queen was crowned 
last night at the annual competition in Plant City, Fla. 

Kendall Gaudens was crowned the 2019 Florida Strawberry Festival Queen from a field of 31 
contestants along with First Maid Madilyn Conrad and court members Kennedy Cullins, Jada 
Brown and Olivia Frazier.

Gaudens is the daughter of Henry and Melissa Gaudens. She is a senior at Plant City High 
School and ranked 6th in her class.
