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How much does it cost to park?
All official Strawberry Festival lots $10.
Vehicles over 20 ft. to 39 ft.: $20.

Is there tram access to the festival gate?

The tram runs daily from the Red and Gray parking lots to the Festival’s entry Gates 10 and 14.
A tram will run from the yellow, green, and orange lots to the main office on BerryFest Place for
entry to Gate 5 and Gate 1.

What time do the lots open? 9:00am

Where do | park if handicapped?

The closest lots for accommodating the handicap are located:

1) Across from the Amscot Main Gate, on the corner of Woodrow Wilson Street and W. Oak Ave.
2) In the Red parking Iot, located by gate 14. If coming from the north, enter off of N. Ritter Street.
If coming from the south, enter into the Red lot off of W. Reynolds Street.

3) In the bus lots on the southside of the festival. They are located off of W. Granfield and W.
Reynolds Street, across from gate 10. There are many privately owned homes and

businesses who are close to the festival as well.

Are there wheelchairs available?

Yes. Wheelchairs and motorized scooters are available for rent on a first come, first served basis.
Reserve yours online or in person directly inside Gate 1, Gate 14, Gate 16 and the Tour Bus Lot
across from Gate 10. Telephone reservations may be made at 262.677.2696.

Motorized Scooters: $70 all day (cash or credit card only)

$50 after 5:00 p.m. (cash or credit card only)

Wagons: $20 all day (cash or credit card only)

Stroller: $15 all day (cash or credit card only)

Can | use apple pay, google pay, or credit card to pay for parking? No. Cash only.

If | leave the lot and return later, do | have to pay again? Yes.

Is there RV parking? There is no overnight parking available, yet you are welcome to park in the
grey lot for the day. There are entrances off of Seminole Lake Road and Highway 92. These are
located on the westside of the Festival.
