(March 10, 2026) – The Florida Strawberry Festival announced today that 
573,299 guests attended the 2026 event, held February 26 through March 8 in Plant City, Fla.

“Each year our goal is to provide a place where families can come together to enjoy time with 
one another and create lasting memories,” Robinson said. “We’re proud to continue offering a 
safe, welcoming atmosphere while presenting outstanding entertainment, agricultural 
experiences, and the traditions that make the Florida Strawberry Festival so unique.” 
 
Festival officials reported one arrest and 21 ejections or trespasses during the 11-day event. 
Organizers noted that these numbers reflect the continued efforts of law enforcement, security 
personnel, and Festival staff to maintain a safe environment for guests. 
 
“Safety remains one of our top priorities,” Robinson added. “The cooperation between our 
guests, volunteers, staff, and local law enforcement plays an important role in ensuring the 
Festival remains one of the safest large-scale events in the region.” 
 
With its wide variety of attractions, concerts, exhibits, and competitions, the Festival once again 
demonstrated why it continues to be one of the best values in wholesome entertainment for 
guests of all ages.
